ENVIRONMENTAL ASSESSEMENT AND REMEDIATION

LOAN CRITERIA

The Redevelopment Agency provides loans at 3% interest for the assessment and remediation of
environmentally contaminated properties. The funds will match 50% of costs for site assessment work
and remediation activities including site monitoring and cleanup evaluation. Applicants that initially apply
for assessment funds can reapply for remediation funds at a later date.

All cleanup and remediation activities must occur in concordance with cleanup agreements arranged
between the applicant and the Utah Department of Environmental Quality (UDEQ). Loans are subject to
qualifications of the borrower(s) and availability of funds.

Eligible Properties:
1. Environmentally contaminated properties located within a designated Redevelopment Agency
(RDA) Project Area.
2. The owner’s plan for the property contributes to the RDA’s goals for the Project Area and is in
conformance with neighborhood’s master plan.

Persons Eligible to Apply:

1. The applicant for a loan must be the title owner to the property.

2. Property taxes and special assessments must be current.

3. No judgments or liens are outstanding against the borrower(s).

4. Applicant's credit history shall demonstrate prompt payment of past obligations. Applicant shall
have income adequate to repay the funds loaned.

5. The Agency shall not discriminate against any applicant for a loan because of race, handicap, age,
color, religion, sex, or national origin.

Use of Loan Funds:
1. The Agency will loan a maximum of 50% of costs that include:

e Site assessment and characterization of contaminants present. If the applicant has already
completed initial site assessment and characterization of contaminants present, these costs
can be applied toward the property owner’s matching portion.

Cleanup and/or remediation activities.

Site monitoring and cleanup evaluations.

Environmental insurance premiums for site remediation.

Asbestos abatement provided the abatement occurs as part of a broader replacement or
renovation project.

Loans are NOT eligible for any application and/or administration fees charged by UDEQ, cleanup
of naturally occurring substances, or lead-based paint. Costs associated with application and/or
administration fees can be applied towards the property owner’s matching portion.

The maximum amount of a loan from the Agency for one property shall be the lesser of fifty
percent (50%) of eligible costs or an amount, when combined with prior debt secured by the
property, which is 95% or less of the appraised value of the property.

Loans shall be based on fixed price bids.

The loans shall be amortized for a maximum period of twenty (20) years but shall include a ten
(10) year call which may be exercised at the option of the Agency.

The interest rate shall be 3%. The default rate shall be 14%. Interest shall begin to accrue with
the first draw of funds.

All cleanup and/or remediation activities are to occur in concordance with cleanup agreements
arranged between the applicant and the Utah Department of Environmental Quality.

Certificate of Completion from UDEQ when remediation activities are complete.

Phase | site assessment activities are to occur under a work plan prepared in conformance with
American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Method E1527 “Standard Practice for
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Process.”

Phase | and Phase 11 site assessment activities must be conducted by an environmental consulting
company licensed to do such business in the State of Utah.

Phase 11 site assessment activities are to occur under a work plan prepared by a Utah-certified
ground water and soil sampler and using a Utah-certified laboratory.

Loans shall have safeguards satisfactory to the RDA to assure repayment and meet the RDA’s
underwriting criteria.

The Borrower shall provide a personal guaranty to the Agency guarantying full and unconditional
completion of the proposed improvements and repayment of loan.

Loans may be prepaid in whole or in part at any time without penalty.

Loans made under this program shall be non-assumable and due in full on sale.

Loan amount shall include a fee in an amount to cover legal and other expenses related to the
Agency's origination, underwriting and loan documentation.

Closing costs associated with a loan shall be borne by the applicant including but not limited to the
cost of title search and insurance, credit reports, and attorney fees.

Collateral:

All loans will be secured by the property with a standard form RDA Trust Deed in either first or
second position. Appraisals must be conducted in conformance with the adopted policy of the

Agency. In the case where there is no outstanding debt on the property and the current year Salt Lake

County Assessed value is adequate to meet the Agency’s 80% loan-to-value ratio requirement, no

commercial appraisal will be required. Other acceptable forms of collateral include:

o Standby Letter of Credit. Borrower provides a letter of credit from an approved financial
institution. Prior written notice is required for any cancellation or non-renewal.

e Other Real Estate. Borrower provides the Agency with a first or second trust deed priority on
property located in Salt Lake County.

e Pledge Account. Borrower enters into an agreement with the Agency to pledge an approved
account for the term of the loan. The Agency would require written consent for all fund
withdrawals. (Approved types of pledge accounts include: Certificates of deposit, savings
accounts, Bonds).
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Exceptions to Loan Criteria:
The Board of Directors, by a majority vote of those present, provided that a quorum is present, may
waive requirements or make exceptions to the foregoing criteria and procedures with a finding that the
goals of this program will be furthered by such waiver or exception. Agency staff will prepare a
written statement regarding the waiver or exception and shall place the original statement and a copy
of the minutes of the Board of Directors in the loan file.

Loan Document Confidentiality:
While private information will be protected to the greatest extent possible under the law. Any
documents or records submitted to the Agency may be subject to disclosure pursuant to the
Governmental Records Access and Management Act, U.C.A. § 63-2-101. If the Applicant
believes the information provided to Agency constitutes trade secrets or confidential
commercial information, please provide a written claim of business confidentiality and a
concise statement of the reasons supporting the claim of business confidentiality in letter form.

Disbursement Procedure:

1. Borrower shall submit draw requests on an AIA Document G702, Application and Certificate
of Payment or some other form acceptable to Agency staff. Borrower shall provide copies of
invoices for the completed work, and copies of inspection reports prepared by the Department
of Building and Housing Services, when applicable.

2. A-representative of the Agency will inspect the property to verify the work described in the
submitted invoices.

3. Funds set aside for the tenant improvement portion of the loan shall only be disbursed once a
lease has been signed with a tenant and the Agency has reviewed and approved the
construction drawings.

4. The Borrower will be responsible for obtaining executed lien waivers from the contractor or
materialmen when payment is made and to deliver the lien waivers to the Agency for its file.
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Agency Oversight of Projects and Loans:

1.

All project specifications shall be approved by the Agency's staff or a committee set up to
review such projects.

All projects funded with a single loan shall be completed within one year of the loan closing.

The Agency shall verify that each loan is serviced in accordance with normal procedures used
in prudent loan servicing.

All loans shall have sufficient controls to protect the Agency's interest in said property,
including but not limited to release of lien claims concurrent with payment.

The Agency requires General liability insurance with a “combined single limit” of not less
than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per occurrence and Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000)
aggregate, and an endorsement naming the Agency as an additional insured. Proof of such
insurance will be required in advance of closing and updated annually until loan is repaid in
full.

The Agency requires Property insurance coverage in an amount equal to the total outstanding
debt on the secured property, including the loan from the Agency, with the Redevelopment
Agency of Salt Lake City named as loss payee to the extent of its interest. Proof of such
insurance will be required in advance of closing and updated annually.

Flood insurance is required for properties located within the 100 year flood plane. Proof of
such insurance will be required in advance of closing and updated annually until loan is repaid
in full.
